Emergency Assistance Program

This month the Missions Commission is asking you to make
your mission donation for the Arlington Heights
Emergency Assistance Program.

These are hard times for many people, even for some of our
neighbors here in Arlington Heights. Some have been out of
work for a long time and are facing rent payments they
cannot make, car repairs or utility bills. This is where the
Village's Emergency Assistance program comes in. The
Human Services coordinator at the Village says they step in
when there is an emergency that directly impacts the lives of
a family - the ability to get to work or school, keep warm in
the winter or stay in their housing. Throughout the year, the
program will also help families by providing scholarships for
the children to the after-school CAP program and to park
district programs. They also work to keep families together
with subsidies for counseling. It is not surprising that the
Village is seeing more people who have lost their jobs, with
few prospects for re-employment, seeking emergency help.
Those of us who are secure in our homes can help our
neighbors right now.

PADS is a community program to deliver shelter to the
homeless in our community. Our church is open to the
homeless on Monday nights from October - April. We
provide shelter, food, and security. This is entirely a
volunteer mission, and we need the help of the members
of our congregation and the community.

This season all volunteers (workers and cooks) are asked
to sign an affidavit that they will have a TB test. This is to
protect you and our guests, who are required to be tested
before they are registered. You may get the test from your
doctor or, for a fee of $10, from Arlington Heights Village
Hall. Testing there is done on Mondays from 3:00 to 4:30.
Tests must be read on Thursday. Pat Harrington said the
test can be done at the County Health Ofc in Des Plaines.

The PADS pizza party kick-off will be Sept. 13, 6:30pm in
Fellowship Hall. All volunteers and those who want to
learn more about PADS are invited to attend. You will be
able to volunteer to work, cook meals, or purchase food at
that time. Because Labor Day is so late this year, you may
reserve your volunteer slot by notifying site director,
Nancy Dorsey, about your preference.
